The University Education in the Fourth Industrial Revolution

Today, the world is in the midst of the Fourth Industrial Revolution (FIR). The FIR is
based on intelligent technology powered by artificial intelligence where machines are
closing in on human ability with astonishing speed. Because of the convergence of men
and machines, it is reducing the gap between humanities and social science as well as
technology. With speed and breadth of the FIR, it is important to understand the impact
of the FIR on the higher education.

The university education includes teaching, research and service. In the era of the FIR,
the trend will necessarily require much more interdisciplinary teaching, research and
innovation. The intelligent technology of the FIR requires certain skills that are not ex-
actly the same as the skills that were required in the third industrial revolution where
information technology was the key driver. The skills required in the FIR are critical and
creative thinking, people management, emotional intelligence, negotiation, cognitive
flexibility, as well as knowledge production and management.

To say four main things in teaching of the FIR era, they include cultivating innovative
talent, embracing massive open online courses (MOOCs), generalizing blended learning
and individually-tailored education. To fully grasp the opportunity of the FIR, first, the
university education system should not focus on training knowledge-based skills, but
have a good look at cultivating innovative talent with problem-based learning,
team-based learning or flipped learning in an interdisciplinary environment. Second, the
online platforms of MOOCs which focus on ‘off campus brings radical changes to the
university education, making learning more accessible to people. Third, a generalized
blended learning which mixes e-learning and face-to-face learning methodology may
contribute to effective teaching. Fourth, the education is becoming ‘just in time’ rather
than ‘just in case.” The smart technology makes possible the customized education and
personalized learning experience for students, i.e., ‘education for you to meet the
demand of the job markets while considering the students needs.

In closing rather than fighting against these novel teaching patterns, the university ed-
ucation systems need to look at how they can accept them and transform the teaching
and learning environment to the benefit of both students and academics.
